Orally Citing Sources
Below is a general guide of how to cite sources in a speech.  As a rule, you want to include information about the source that is particularly relevant to what you're saying. To tell us what John Smith said in a May, 2010 issue of Time magazine about depression is meaningless unless we know that John Smith is a Psychologist. Furthermore, specific dates are more important in time-sensitive topics (e.g., recent crime) than in more general topics. A well-researched speech, should contain several citations from high-quality sources for each main point. .

Web Page: Organization, Year, address if concise enough (**if you can't find the organization or credentials of the person who created the website, you don't have a credible source)

· According to the recently updated Body Shop’s web page, www.bodyshop.com,  Founder and CEO Anita Roddick claims that the organization’s Trade not Aid program empowers third world countries.

· A competing claim posted in February of 2000 in the on-line publication of Brazil on my Mind by former BodyShop consultant, Saulo Petean, suggests that the BodyShop appropriated and misused native images and nurtured competitive behavior among otherwise cooperative communities.
